2. Corte Vigna Pinot Grigio 2005/06  £14.00 
Provincia di Pavia - Italy 
Floral, racy and dry with green, crisp fruit, from a 
close relation of the pinot gris grape from Alsace. 
Finished in an attractive flanged bottle. 
 

3.  Stonehaven Cellar Selection Riesling 2004/05 £14.75 
Limestone Coast - Australia 
Fresh and lively, exhibiting zesty lemon and lime 
characters, some floral notes and a dry, crisp, fruity 
balanced finish.  Bottled under screwcap for added 
freshness. 

 

4.  Short Mile Bay Chardonnay 2004/05  £16.00 
     SE Australia 

Crisp and full-bodied with citrus, peach and melon 
flavours and integrated soft oak characters.  Creamy 
mouth feel and  lingering, crisp finish. 

 

5.  Klein Zalze Bush Vines, Chenin Blanc 2005/06 £15.50 
South Africa 
Ripe, tropical fruit flavoured chenin with both a  
Soft, rounded finish. 

 

6.  Condesa de Leganza Viura 2005/06  £14.00 
     Spain 
     Top quality fruit to produce this light, fresh, citrussy  
     and apple flavoured wine, with maximum freshness  
     and crisp acidity. 
 

7.  Stonehaven “Rat & Bull” Chardonnay-Viognier £20.80 
     Wrattonbully – Australia 
     A distinctive, flinty nose of fresh citrus, stone fruits  
     and subtle oak.  An intense and mouth filling palate  
     with an amazing texture and delicate, oaky finish.

     Delicate and soft with fresh and fruity flavours of  
     strawberry and morel cherry, a delicate pink hue

      Colchagua Valley - Chile 
      Ripe blackberry aromas and a subtle underlay of  
      oak with bright, ripe berry flavours and smooth  
      tannins.  Bottled under screwcap to retain freshness. 
 
10. Luna di Luna Sangiouvese 2003/04  £15.25 
     Merlot dell’Umbria – Italy 
     In a striking mauve bottle, good intense briary fruit 
     with earthy finish enhanced by 8% of French barrique 
     ageing for four months. 
 
11. Condesa de Leganza Crianza 2001/02  £14.00 
      La Mancha - Spain 
      Oak-aged Tempranillo produces a full body with 
      ripe fruits and vanilla hints on the palate.

13. Don Jacobo Rioja Crianza Tinto 2001/02 £17.50 
      Bodegas Corral – Spain 
      A rich, full-bodied red made in the traditional way, 
      with at least one year of oak ageing.  It has a bright 
      raspberry and cherry fruit character and a silky  
      smooth finish. 
       
14. Short Mile Bay Shiraz 2004/05   £16.00 
      SE Australia 
      Intense plum, fruitcake and chocolate flavours with 
      creamy vanilla and toasted oak characters combine  
      to a lingering finish. 
 

15. Stonehaven “Rat & Bull” Cabernet-Shiraz  £20.80 
      Wrattonbully – Australia 2002/03 
      Complex and elegant with powerful fruit.  A nose  
      of cherry and dark chocolate backed up by a rich  
      blackcurrant and cherry flavours and a long finish of  
      smooth mouth filling tannins.

       Champagne NV 
       A fresh, modern style with a beautiful straw gold 
       colour and fine blended mousse backed by a soft, 
       rich palate with flavours of biscuits and lightly  
       roasted nuts.

      Australia  
      A soft fruity red with ripe berry fruit and gentle  
      spicy flavours.
